Tulsa Christians Unite
To Pray, Plan and Celebrate!

May 4™ Event Goes from “Sun Up to Sun Down”
at the ORU Mabee Center

The National Day of Prayer is coming up in Tulsa and area Christians are ready to make a difference
in this community.

A full day of events are planned to rally Christians to pray for their community, plan ways to serve
their neighbors in need and celebrate the joys of freedom in the faith God has blessed Tulsa with over
the past 100-plus years.

Event organizer Tom McCloud says the day will signify all that is right about Tulsa.

“Tulsa has such a rich Christian heritage that is world renowned. For generations, faithful Christian
believers have prayed for this community, served its people and worshipped our great God in the
persons of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit. We have decided to honor that legacy with a whole day
of events on this year's National Day of Prayer which will be Thursday, May 4 from sun up to sun
down.”

The day will begin with a familiar ingredient to past Tulsa occasions: a prayer breakfast. “The whole
day begins at the ORU Mabee Center at 7:30 a.m. in prayer,” says McCloud, publisher of Community
Spirit Magazine. “Numerous area pastors will join in to pray with fellow believers from all across this
city to ask God to bless our city and all of our people in it. It will be an informal breakfast of coffee
and donuts with the major emphasis being on prayer.”

Throughout the day, numerous other activities will be hosted including what organizers call a
Community Ministry & Prayer Summit. Coordinated by Cornerstone Assistance Network, the Summit
will help Christians from local churches and ministries to come together to strategically plan how to
show God’s love in unprecedented ways to people all over Tulsa County who struggle with issues
such as homelessness, chronic unemployment, substance abuse, mental health issues, and a host of
poverty symptoms such as transportation concerns, housing availability, rising crime, and family
neglect.

Organizers are also planning to meet with city leaders over the lunch period to discuss the issues at
the neighborhood level.

“Nearly all of the area City Councilors have accepted the invitation to come and meet with Christians
in their districts representing the churches and ministries who want to be a part of the solution in their
community,” says former City Councilor Anna Falling who now serves as Executive Director of
Cornerstone, a network that serves and partners more than 340 churches and ministries in Tulsa
County to annually serve more than 30,000 women, men and children hoping to leave poverty and
live lives of purpose. “We have also invited our new Mayor of Tulsa, Kathy Taylor, and we hope she



can come to address the churches and join us as we pray for our community and the needs of our
people.”

The Community Ministry & Prayer Summit will run from 8:30 a.m. to 4:45 p.m. and will feature
national ministry leaders such as Dr. Amy Sherman of The Hudson Institute and David Spikard of
Jobs for Life. Local ministry leaders are also in the line-up to help area congregations increase their
ministry to the poor.

Also during the day will be a special keynote address by former Tulsan Kelly Wright who now serves
as Washington correspondent for Fox News. A former member of Mount Zion Baptist Church and an
ORU graduate, Wright will address attendees in a question-answer format.

Following Wright will be a business-to-business seminar on Christian ethics, which is coordinated by
a Tulsa group called Leadership NOW.

Then the finale of the day will erupt in Christian celebration of the Oklahoma Centennial Anniversary.
A Christian concert featuring some of Tulsa’s top vocal talent will perform along with a mass voice
choir representing dozens of area churches.

“The concert will be the National Day of Prayer’s great crescendo,” says McCloud. “Prayer, worship,
fellowship and pure Christian celebration will all be a part of this spectacular night. We really are
hoping for a great turnout for this special night. It will be a great way for Tulsa County churches to
come together and reflect on all that God has done for our city over these past 100 years.”

For further reflection on Tulsa’s rich heritage, a special coffee-table book chronicling the history of the
Christian movement in Tulsa will be introduced at the National Day of Prayer. Titled “Journey: Tulsa’s
Century of Christian Faith, Leadership and Influence,” the book is a comprehensive collage of
illustrative photography and extensive stories of Christians who love God and impacted this
community.
